July Meeting
   As has become a regular expectation of our meetings, the July meeting was a great mix of competition, presentation, and fellowship.  The monthly club competition subject was Pets, and everyone entered great pictures.  With the largest number of monthly entries we’ve seen in a long while, competition for July’s winners was really stiff.  Finally, the results had Andrew Corfont’s Granddog third, with Jerry Hardy’s Cat Fight second and Beverly Yoskovich’s Just Outta Reach  as the outstanding first place winner.    
     Jerry used a slide presentation of his own making to discuss Using Filters—Then & Now. Having been the WCHS Camera Club advisor for 30 years, Jerry pointed out how one had used filters to enhance black and white photos and correct different light sources for color photos  when all photos were from film.  As for now, Jerry stressed that fewer filters are needed and most image enhancement can be accomplished with a polarizer, a haze filter, and a neutral density filter.  According to Jerry, everyone should  buy and learn to use a good polarizer.  Do  not buy a bargain one!  Even more than that polarizer, Jerry stressed that everyone should get and attach a haze filter simply to protect the expensive lens on her/his camera.   Briefly, Jerry discussed White Balance. He pointed out that every source of light is its own color, and your camera probably sees each differently.  That explains why many indoor photos are yellowish, many gymnasium pictures are greenish, and most outdoor, daytime ones are “perfect.”  Jerry stressed that we can correct all of those by learning to use the white balance settings on our cameras, and that we need to have a meeting presentation on doing just that.
